Thank you for submitting your complaint form with the Citizens’ Review
Board on Police Practices (CRB)! Your complaint is ready to go through the
intake process. Your complaint will now be forwarded to the San Diego Police
Department’s Internal Affairs Unit (IA) where a decision will be made as to
whether it will be a Category I or Category II case. The Internal Affairs Unit
will make one of the following decisions:

1) If Internal Affairs determines that your complaint is a Category I
complaint (force, arrest, discrimination, slur, and/or criminal
conduct), it will be investigated by Internal Affairs and reviewed by the
CRB,

Those complaints that are investigated by Internal Affairs will be forwarded
to a CRB team for review as soon as the investigation is complete,

arrest for the same situation. The female Police Officer who arrested me was the most
professional and extremely efficient and by the book Police Officer | have ever been arrested

by. She was extremely competent and made sure that | fully understood my rights and treated
me with the up most respect which further elevated my respect for someone who represents

the best of the best San Diego law enforcement has to offer. She is truly a role model.

On October 18th, 2016, | went inside the San Diego Police Department and was approached by
Officer #1 Harvey (Badge #4594) who was behind the counter, to inform him that | wanted to

file an inquiry regarding a Police Officer procedure, though | was not complaining about the
procedure. (I just needed clarification in my mind because | had never been through this dark
room procedure during my 4 prior arrest for being under the influence of a controlled substance)
| told Officer #1 Harvey (Badge #4594) that | needed a moment to figure out how | would structure
my inquiry, than a few minutes later, Officer #1 Harvey (Badge #4594) came out into the lobby
from behind the counter and aggressively ordered me to follow him outside.

Officer #1 Harvey Badge #4594 stated that it was standard procedure and than Officer #2 SGT Spurlock
who was already outside speaking with one other person, jumped into the conversation and said it was
standard procedure and that | must have still been under the influence as to why her face appeared like
itilluminated. | than told both of them that | had been arrested 4 other times for the exact reason and
that | had never gone through this specific dark room test before which they both claimed was standard
procedure.
